Each child must have an anthology of stories to participate in the Junior Great Books program at a cost of approximately $16 (see registration form for details) and books are theirs to keep. Discussion groups will meet once a week, for six weeks, during the recess portion of your child’s lunch period starting the week of October 31st.  Before the program begins, books will be handed out and a schedule of meeting dates and stories will be sent home with your child. Please note that students who register for Junior Great Books are expected to attend each discussion unless they have an excused absence.
